The prisoners included ��men captured on American privateers, merchant ships, French, Spanish, and Dutch vessels. ��After April 1780, the Jersey was the receiving ship where names were entered into records. ��

The list includes both “John McNish” and "John McNauch", and they are the only names ��on the list which match our phonetic pattern 'Mac' 'N' ~ ('ch'/'sh').��
